We will conduct sufficient 
work to express a conclusion and provide negative assurance regarding the presentation of the 
funds obligated by the DoD on the National Drug Control Program for FY 2016.  To provide a
negative assurance, the procedures we perform will be generally limited to inquiries and 
analytical procedures.  We will consider suggestions from management on additional or revised 
objectives.  

We will perform the review at the Office of the Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense 
(Counternarcotics and Global Threats) and DoD Components involved in the National Drug 
Control Program.  We may identify additional locations during the review.
