The Department of Defense Office of Inspector General oversight work enables the Department to: 
reduce expenditures; eliminate fraud, waste and abuse; and improve performance and efficiency. 
The DoD IG also investigates criminal acts that impact the Department and result in criminal, civil, 
and administrative actions. The DoD IG is focused on a number of risk areas within the Department 
that include defense acquisition programs, contract management, procurement, and use of spare parts.
