leadership and coordination for activities designed to 
promote economy, efficiency, and effectiveness, and 
to prevent and detect fraud, waste, and abuse;

and abuse, and for detecting and preventing threats 
and danger to the public health and safety of DoD; 
The DoD Whistleblower Protection Ombudsman 
operates under !I;

ISP! provides oversight of DoD intelligence and 
counterintelligence activities; !dditionally, ISP!

P&O provides oversight and policy direction for audit 
and criminal investigations throughout DoD, conducts 
engineering assessment of DoD programs, offers 
technical support to DoD OIG projects, and 
administers the DoD OIG subpoena and contractor 
disclosure programs;
